The article is very interesting, as it presents a content analysis
of an innovative digital native journal, that works as an approach to
the reconfiguration of journalism, in order to contribute to the study
of journalistic convergence. | just recommend two clarifications.

First, the author(s) define journalistic convergence as
“um processo multidimensional que perpassa as esferas editorial,
profissional, empresarial e tecnolégica” (page 2), based on Salaverria,
Garcia-Avilés and Masip. However, the article approaches mainly
the editorial sphere and a bit about the other spheres. | suggest
emphasizing the point in the discussion, in order to explain how
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these spheres are interconnected in Nexo.

Second, the author(s) affirms that “este trabalho parte dessa
nocdo para abordar o atual cenario de reconfiguracdo das praticas
jornalisticas” (page 2). Although he/she refers to the “atual cenario
de reconfiguracdo das praticas jornalisticas”, not the practices
themselves, my advice is to make explicit the link between the
content analysis and the way in which content enables us to draw
up practices.

| also recommend highlighting the contribution of this

analysis to the study of journalism and digital journalism, and the
possible ways to continue researching on this topic.
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
